Our collection last week was $10,424.91. We wish to thank 
all those who made this collection possible. Because of the 
high upkeep costs at the Cathedral, our goal is to reach 
$14,000 per week. To achieve this goal we encourage 
parishioners to donate one hour's pay per week to the parish 
or 3% of income. The motive for this generosity is 
thankfulness for God's goodness to us - an attitude of 
gratitude!  
 Putting the collections in perspective: our income per 
month for the last quarter (January-March) was: $100,254.23. 
Our expenses per month for the quarter were $87,544.73. As 
of April 2007, our Parish debt is $ 733,638.06.   
 The special collection for those who died in the recent car 
crush on South Land Park Drive amounted to $15,500.00.
