Holy Communion or the Blessed 
Sacrament (the name of our 
Cathedral) is the deepest reason why 
we Catholics come faithfully to Mass 
on Sunday.  From the earliest days of 
Christianity, it has been our constant 
conviction that we are not only 
dealing with mere symbols but with 
absolute reality.  “The cup we us in 
the Lord’s Supper,” says Paul, “and 
for which we give thanks to God: when we drink 
from it, we are sharing in the Blood of Christ.  And 
the bread we break: when we eat it, we are sharing in 
the Body of Christ” (1 Cor 10:16-17). 

While the outer appearances of bread and wine 
remain the same, after the words of consecration, 
their inner “substance” is really changed into the 
Body and Blood of Christ himself. 
 
At the Masses celebrated by Pope Benedict during his 

visit to Washington and New York, 
televised on CNN and Fox New 
C h a n n e l s ,  t h e  t e l e v i s i o n 
commentators repeatedly call the 
Eucharist a “communion wafer.”  Let 
us correct this way of speaking. In 
the Holy Eucharist, we believe Christ 
i s  t ru ly  p resent ,  no t  only 
symbolically, but really—body and 
soul, God and man, his whole living, 
loving personality, hidden under the 
forms of bread and wine.. 
 

Jesus, we thank you for the Bread of Life.  You  give 
yourself to us to feed and sustain us.  We pray that 
our children will grow to better appreciate you and 
love you, present in the Holy Eucharist.
