
At Pentecost, the apostles received the Holy Spirit 
as the Lord had promised.  They also received the 
power of giving the Holy Spirit and so completing 
the work of baptism.  When Saint Paul placed his 
hands on those who had been baptized, the Holy 
Spirit came upon them, and they began o speak in 
languages and prophetic words.  Bishops are the 
successors of the apostles and have this power of 
giving the Holy Spirit to the baptized.  In our day, 
the coming of the Holy Spirit is not usually marked 
by the gift of tongues, but we know his coming by 
faith.  The Holy Spirit fills our hearts with the love 
of God, brings us together in one faith but in 

different vocations, and works within us to make 
the Church one and holy.
