I am glad to present an update on our Cathedral Parish.
Having spent a year of observing, listening and
learning, I thank God and all parishioners for the
opportunity to serve at the Cathedral of the Blessed
Sacrament. It has been good to get to know the life and
process of this holy place. Working with Msgr.
Murphy, Msgr. O’Sullivan and Fr. Richards has been a
blessing. All staff and volunteers in various ministries
have been wonderful, cooperative, committed to serve
and most generous in every way. | am always so
encouraged as I serve in different ministries and
locations, how blessed our Catholic people are.

During this past year, in our Parish Pastoral Council,
we have worked on many aspects of parish life. Some
Cathedral of the Blessed Sacrament accomplishments
are as follows:

Stewardship - A Way of Living appeal has been
presented to parishioners.

Organizational staff and programs changes had
been made.

The Cathedral has a new and larger bulletin,
providing more information.

Staff has been reduced and restructured to meet
budget realities. The Cathedral budget is frugal and
under control. The parish debt has been
considerably reduced. @~ A new finance plan has
been developed according to diocesan regulations.

A plan for the completion of some Cathedral
projects such as Maintenance, Repairs, Insurance
expenses has been developed. We have reduced
heating and cooling expenses as much as possible.

A detailed agreement between the Diocese of
Sacramento and the Cathedral of the Blessed
Sacrament Parish regarding transparency, repairs,
maintenance and future projects has been put in
place.

We have an updated phone system with state of the
art ability to serve callers.

We now have a new computer system with a Server
and greater capacity.

Cathedral janitorial/cleaning has been restructured
to better meet our needs.

The St. Vincent de Paul Society now has with its

own tax ID number separate from the parish as
required by the diocese.

St. Vincent de Paul is allowed a collection every
month with a 5™ Sunday when possible so it can do
more for the poor who grow more numerous all the
time around the Cathedral.

The Annual Catholic Appeal is in good order with
the 25% parish return being used for the poor.

The Cathedral Choir is excellent as is liturgy in
general.

Our Pastoral Council, Finance Council and Liturgy
Council are very effective.

Faith Formation for children, youth and adults, and
a good Confirmation class for adults are doing very
well. Sr. Jenny and all who work with her are
blessed, generous people.

The Hospitality Committee does an enormous
amount of important service for the parish and the
diocese.

Attendance at daily Confessions and Mass is very
good as are the numbers for Saturday Confessions.

The parish is a place of justice, peace and harmony
with a blessed atmosphere.
