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As we approach the dedication date of the Cathedral of 
the Blessed Sacrament, I share with you the following 
thoughts: 
 
Our Diocesan Statutes state that the Anniversary of the 
Dedication of the Cathedral of the Blessed Sacrament 
on June 30th (1889), is to be observed in the Cathedral 
and all parishes of the Diocese, with the rank of 
Solemnity. This observance, generally, will be 
transferred by the Diocesan Bishop to the Sunday 
before or after, whenever June 30 does not fall on a 
Sunday. 
 

CATHEDRAL OF THE BLESSED SACRAMENT 
The diocesan cathedral “in the majesty of its building is 
a symbol of the spiritual temple that is built up in souls 
and is resplendent with the glory of divine grace. As 
Saint Paul says:  ‘We are the temple of the living 
God’ (2 Corinthians 6:16).  The cathedral, furthermore, 
should be regarded as the express image of Christ’s 
visible Church, praying, singing, and worshiping on 
earth.... With good reason, then, the cathedral church 
should be regarded as the center of the liturgical life of 
the diocese.”  As such, Catholics throughout the 
diocese should have an esteem and reverence for the 
Cathedral of the Blessed Sacrament and share 
responsibility for its ongoing preservation.  Statute 140 
 
The Cathedral is considered to be one of the three most 
significant historic buildings in Sacramento.  The other 
two are City Hall and the State Capitol.  When Bishop 
Manogue planned this building in the 1880’s he 
deliberately chose a site close to the State Legislature, 
which has been finished 13 years earlier.  The 
Cathedral architecture is similar to the neo-Italian 
Renaissance Church of the Holy Trinity in Paris, 
France (Bishop Manogue’s original chalice will be used 
at all Masses this Sunday). 
 
When the Cathedral opened on June 30, 1889, an 
estimated 8,000 people crammed the area and 
surrounding streets to be part of the celebration.  While 
our attendance is not quite 8,000 every Sunday, 121 
years later, the Cathedral remains the center of religious 
life in downtown Sacramento and of the entire Diocese 
of Sacramento extending to the Oregon border. 
 
While we relish the beauty and art of the restored 
Cathedral, the real test of our spiritual life is the active 

participation of so many diverse people in the services 
the Cathedral provides.  From the choir members, some 
of whom have been singing at the Cathedral for 30 
years, to the ministers who staff each Mass, to the 
homeless that are aided by the Cathedral Square 
Program, to the outreach provided by our priests and 
deacons to the homebound, to the Religious Education 
Department that has over 500 young people, to the staff 
of the Cathedral Rectory, we strive to remind all that 
the “Kingdom of God” is at hand. 
 
How many millions, yes millions, have lit a candle in 
the Cathedral over the last 121 years pouring out our 
trials and pain in hope of the Lord’s mercy.  The pain 
and sorrow are in the living walls (stones), and the 
millions continue to be given that mercy that all desire. 
 
Next year the 122nd anniversary of that dedication 
happens to be the Feast of the Body and Blood of 
Christ.  
 

THE SACRED HEART OF JESUS 
The month of June is dedicated by the Church to the 
Sacred Heart of Jesus, and on June 11, the feast of the 
Sacred Heart was observed. Here are some thoughts on 
this supremely important devotion. 
 
The Church has always held devotion to the Sacred 
Heart of Jesus in such high regard, and continues to 
esteem it so greatly that she strives to have this 
devotion flourish throughout the world, and to promote 
it in every way among Christian peoples.  
 
There have been many reasons why the Church adores 
the Heart of the divine Redeemer. The first reason rests 
on the teaching by which we know that His Heart, as 
the noblest part of human nature is united to the Person 
of the divine Word, and must therefore be adored in the 
same way in which the Church adores the Person of the 
incarnate Son of God. 
 
The second reason stems from the fact that His Heart, 
more than all the other members of His body, is the 
natural sign and symbol of His boundless love for the 
human race.  Pope Leo XIII remarked: "In the Sacred 
Heart there is the symbol and the express image of the 
infinite love of Jesus Christ which moves us to love in 
return."

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    When the evidence on which devotion to the wounded 
Heart of Jesus rests is rightly weighed, it is clear to all 
that we are dealing here not with an ordinary form of 
piety which anyone may at their discretion esteem less 
than other devotions, or regard lightly, but with a duty 
of religion most conducive to Christian perfection. All 
are encouraged in Christ to cherish this form of 
devotion eagerly. Let us seriously consider this 
devotion, which has long flourished in the Church, and 
is firmly based on the Gospel and which tradition and 
the sacred liturgy openly encourage us. 
 
With God's help may the yearly celebration increase 
from day to day the love of the faithful for the most 
Sacred Heart of Jesus. And may His kingdom, a 
kingdom "of truth and life, a kingdom of holiness and 
grace, a kingdom of justice, love and peace," be 
extended further to all in the whole world. 
 
Sacred heart of Jesus, Thy kingdom come!

Nuestra Diócesis decidió que el  Aniversario de la 
dedicación de la Catedral del Santísimo Sacramento, el 
30 de junio (1889), debe ser observado en la Catedral y 
en todas las parroquias de la diócesis, con un rango de 
solemnidad. Esta celebración, por lo general, será 
transferida por el Obispo Diocesano para el domingo, 
antes o después, cuando el 30 de junio no cae en 
domingo. 
  
CATEDRAL DEL SANTÍSIMO SACRAMENTO 
La catedral Diocesana  "en la majestad de su edificio es 
un símbolo del templo espiritual que se construye en las 
almas y resplandeciente con la gloria de la gracia divina. 
Como dijo  San Pablo: «Somos  el templo del Dios 
viviente» (2 Cor 6: 16).  La Catedral, además, debe 
considerarse como la imagen expresa de la Iglesia visible 
de Cristo, rezando y cantando, adorando en la tierra.... 
Con razón, a continuación, la iglesia de la catedral debe 
considerarse como el centro de la vida litúrgica de la 
diócesis."  Como tal, católicos a lo largo de la diócesis 
deben tener una  estima y reverencias para la Catedral 
del Santísimo Sacramento y la responsabilidad de la 
cuota para su preservación permanente.  Estatuto 140 
  
La Catedral es considerada uno de los tres edificios 
históricos más importantes en Sacramento.  Los otros 
dos son el Ayuntamiento y el Capitolio del 
Estado.  Cuando el Obispo Manogue planeo  este 
edificio en la 1880's eligió deliberadamente un sitio 
cercano a la legislatura del Estado, que había  sido 
terminada  13 años antes.  La arquitectura de la Catedral 
es similar a la iglesia renacentista de neo-italiano de la 
Trinidad en París, Francia (el cáliz original del Obispo 
Manogue se utilizará en todas las misas este domingo). 
  
Cuando la catedral abrió el 30 de junio de 1889, unas 
8,000 personas se reunieron en la zona y calles 
adyacentes para formar parte de la celebración.  Aunque 
que nuestra asistencia no es de 8,000  personas todos los 
domingos, 121 años más tarde, la Catedral, sigue siendo 
el centro de la vida religiosa en el centro de Sacramento 
y de la Diócesis de Sacramento que se extiende hasta la  
frontera de Oregón. 
  

Mientras que disfruta de la belleza y el arte de la 
Catedral restaurada, la verdadera prueba de nuestra vida 
espiritual es la participación activa de tantas personas 
diversas en los servicios que proporciona la 
Catedral.  De los miembros del coro, algunos de los 
cuales han cantando en la catedral desde hace 30 años, a 
los Ministros que ayudan en cada Misa, a las personas 
sin hogar que son ayudados por el programa de la Plaza 
de Catedral, a la ayuda que da siempre por nuestros 
sacerdotes y diáconos a los imposibilitados, el 
departamento de educación religiosa que tiene más de

Cuántos millones, sí millones, han encendido una vela en 
la catedral en los últimos 121 años  desbordando  nuestro 
dolor con la esperanza de la  misericordia del Señor.
