~ THE CHALLENGE OF TODAY’S GOSPEL ~

The following was provided some time ago by Fr. Daniel
Harrington in American Magazine.

In early 21st-century America, money and material
possessions are often taken as signs not only of
intelligence and goodness but also of divine favor. They
are regarded as the key to happiness. Despite all kinds of
evidence to the contrary, most of us still assume that
money can and does buy happiness. In capitalist America,
many people seem to have no other goal in life than to
make money and amass possessions.

To his contemporaries Jesus looked much like a Jewish
wisdom teacher. One of the topics that especially
concerned Jewish wisdom teachers in Jesus' time was
money and material possessions. These teachers generally
counseled moderation and being “comfortable" and
warned against making the accumulation of wealth into
one's obsession in life.

Today's Old Testament selection from the Book of
Wisdom is typical. Here a first-century BC Alexandrian
Jewish wisdom teacher adopts the persona of King
Solomon and describes his prayer for wisdom. In that
prayer he identifies wisdom as the greatest possession of
all and contrasts it with material possessions. He claims
that he "deemed riches as nothing in comparison with"
wisdom, and dismisses gold as "a little sand."

As a Jewish wisdom teacher, Jesus dealt with the topics of
money and possessions. Today's reading from Mark 10
treats these matters in three sections: a narrative about
Jesus' encounter with a rich man, his sayings about wealth
as a possible obstacle to following Jesus and his promise
of reward for those who forgo material possessions in the
present. As on many other topics, Jesus' teaching here is
full of surprises.

The first surprise concerns the challenge that Jesus puts to
the rich man. He challenges him to sell what he has, give
the proceeds to the poor and then follow him. In biblical
times a rich man (like Job) was regarded as blessed by
God and was expected to hold onto his money and to
distribute it to the poor as need arose. The ideal was to be
a benefactor. But Jesus challenges the rich man to give up
his source of security and the honor of being a benefactor.
Once the rich man dispersed his money and property, they
were gone. Then he is no longer rich and cannot be a
benefactor. That challenge was so surprising and difficult
that the rich man could not accept it and so "went away
sad."

The second surprise is Jesus' assertion that wealth can be

an obstacle to discipleship and salvation. This teaching
contradicts what most people held true in antiquity and
still hold true today. Jesus teaches that material
possessions are not necessarily a sign of divine favor and
can even be a curse to those who have them. The bizarre
image of a camel trying to go through the eye of a needle
challenges our tendencies to make possessions into false
gods, to trust in our material assets rather than in God and
to seek happiness in things only.

The third surprise comes with Jesus' promise that his
followers will find happiness without lots of money and
material possessions. He promises them 100 times as
many houses, brothers and sisters, mothers, children and
land in this life and everlasting life in the age to come. In
the midst of this list of prospective benefits for disciples,
the Markan Jesus adds the phrase "with persecutions.”
Jesus does not guarantee that his followers will live totally
without problems and sufferings. Nevertheless, he
promises that in the midst of them, there will be hope and
help from those who constitute the new family of Jesus.

These surprising and challenging teachings of Jesus about
money and material possessions are good examples of the
characterization of the word of God as "living and
effective, sharper than any two-edged sword" in today's
passage from the Letter to the Hebrews. In addressing a
confused and weary congregation, the author of Hebrews
appeals frequently to the Old Testament Scriptures out of
his conviction that they reach their full meaning in the
person of Jesus and in the community formed by and
around him. In that sense, the Scriptures are living and
effective. They are not merely of antiquarian interest.
They are sharper than any two-edged sword in that they
penetrate the most difficult matters. Before God, whose
word the Scriptures are, all is laid bare and can become
Clear.

The wise teachings of Jesus concerning wealth show us in
21st-century America how living and effective the word
of God can be. They are as challenging to us as they were
to people in first-century Palestine. Moreover, they expose
the shallowness of our own easy assumptions about
wealth and raise questions about the objects of our
security and hopes.---

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~ EL DESAFIO DEL EVANGELIO DE HOY ~

Lo siguiente fue proporcionado hace algun tiempo
por el Padre Daniel Harrington en la Revista
American.

En los comienzos de siglo XXI en América, posesiones,
dinero y materialismo a menudo se toman como signos no
s6lo de inteligencia y bondad, sino también del favor divino.
También son consideradas como la clave para la felicidad. A
pesar de que todo prueba lo contrario, la mayoria de nosotros
todavia asumimos que el dinero puede comprar la felicidad. En
América capitalista, muchas personas parecen no tener
ninguna otra meta en la vida que ganar dinero y acumular
posesiones.

Los contemporaneos veian a Jesis como a un maestro de
sabiduria Judia. Uno de los temas que preocupaba
especialmente a los maestros de sabiduria Judia en tiempo de
Jesus fue las posesiones de dinero y materialismo. Por lo
general, estos profesores aconsejaron moderacién al buscar
estar "cdmodos" y advertian contra la obsesién de acumular
riqueza en la vida.

La lectura seleccionada del Antiguo Testamento de hoy del
Libro de la Sabiduria es tipica.  Aqui, un maestro de
sabiduria Judia Alejandrina del siglo A.C. adopta la
personalidad del Rey Salomén y describe su oracion de la
sabiduria. En esa oracién la sabiduria se identifica como la
mayor posesion de todo y lo contrasta con posesiones
materiales. Afirma que "consideraba las riquezas como nada
en comparacién con" sabiduria y destituye al oro como "un
poco de arena.”

Como un maestro de sabiduria Judia, JesUs aborda los temas
de dinero y posesiones. La Lectura de hoy de Marcos 10 trata
estos asuntos en tres secciones: un relato sobre el encuentro de
Jesus con un hombre rico, sus dichos sobre la riqueza como un
posible obstaculo para seguir a Jesus y obtener su promesa de
recompensa para aquellos que renuncian a  posesiones
materiales en el presente. Como en muchos otros temas, la
ensefianza de Jesus aqui esta llena de sorpresas.

La primera sorpresa es el desafio que Jests pone al hombre
rico. El lo desafia a vender lo que tiene, dar los ingresos a los
pobres y, a continuacién, seguirlo. En los tiempos biblicos,
gue un hombre rico (como Job) fue considerado como bendito
por Dios y se esperaba que mantuviera su dinero para
distribuirlo a los pobres como fuera necesario. El ideal era ser
un benefactor. Pero JesUs desafia el hombre rico a renunciar a
su fuente de seguridad y el honor de ser un benefactor. Una
vez que el hombre rico dispersara su dinero y su propiedad,
habian desaparecidos, a continuacion, ya no era rico y ya no
podria ser un benefactor. El reto era tan sorprendente y dificil
que el hombre rico no podia aceptarlo y por lo tanto "se fue
triste.”

La segunda sorpresa es la afirmacion de Jesus que las riqueza
pueden ser un obstaculo para el discipulado y la salvacion.
Esta ensefianza se contradice con lo que la mayoria de la gente
crefa en la antigiiedad y sigue siendo cierto hoy. Jesus ensefia
gue posesiones materiales no son necesariamente un signo del
favor divino y que incluso pueden ser una maldicion a aquellos
que las tienen. La extrafia imagen de un camello tratando de
entrar a través del ojo de una aguja desafia nuestras
tendencias para hacer posesiones en falsos dioses, a confiar en
nuestros bienes materiales, en lugar de hacerlo en Dios y a
buscar la felicidad sélo en las cosas.

La tercera sorpresa viene con la promesa de que los seguidores
de Jesus encontraran la felicidad sin tener muchas posesiones
de materiales y dinero. El les promete 100 veces mas casas,
hermanos y hermanas, madres, nifios y tierra en esta vida y en
la vida eterna en los afios venideros. En medio de esta lista de
los posibles beneficios para sus discipulos, Jesis agrega la
frase "con persecuciones." Jesls no garantiza que Sus
seguidores vivirdn totalmente sin problemas y sufrimientos.
Sin embargo, les promete que estara en medio de ellos, habra
esperanza y ayudara a aquellos que constituyen la nueva
familia de Jesus.

Sorprendentemente y un desafio de las ensefianzas de JesUs
acerca de las posesiones, dinero y materialismo son buenos
ejemplos de la caracterizacion de la palabra de Dios "vivas y
eficaces, mas filosas que cualquier espada de doble filo" en el
pasaje de hoy de la carta a los Hebreos. Para hacer frente a
una congregacion confundida y cansada, el autor Hebreo
apela con frecuencia a las escrituras del Antiguo Testamento
de su conviccion de que alcancen su pleno sentido en la
persona de Jests y en la comunidad formada alrededor de El.
En ese sentido, las escrituras estan vivas y eficaces. No son
meramente de interés anticuado. Son mas filosas que cualquier
espada de doble filo que penetra los asuntos mas dificiles,
delante de Dios, cuya palabra esta en las escrituras, todo esta
al descubierto y es verdaderamente claro.

Las sabias ensefianzas de JesUs sobre la riqueza nos muestran
en el siglo XX1 en América cémo la palabra de Dios puede ser
viva y eficaz. Es un reto para nosotros como fue para la gente
en Palestina del siglo primero. Ademas, expone la
superficialidad de nuestras propias hip6tesis acerca de riqueza
y plantea preguntas acerca de los objetos de nuestra seguridad
y esperanzas.
