On February 26/27 we will celebrate the joyful Annual 
Catholic Appeal Sunday. Please give generously as that 
weekend is dedicated to the thousands of disadvantaged 
people in our midst who suffer the indignities of pov-
erty. Hopefully, you will read the stories of older peo-

ple, school children, working 
families, immigrants, pregnant 
women, homeless and the 
mentally ill who have found 
relief and a better future 
through programs supported 
by the Appeal. 

Please remember that 25% of 
the funds from our parish are returned to us for our own 
ministries to people in need.  Bishop Soto asks that all 
parishes “ensure an ongoing commitment to the ad-
vancement of the social mission of the church (Synod 
Initiative 7). The Annual Catholic Appeal is a wonder-
ful way to help others. 

Please consider offering a 9-month pledge this year, if 
you are able. Pledge envelopes will soon be available 
here at the parish if you did not receive one by mail. 
Envelopes can be dropped in the Sunday collection or 
mailed to the Appeal. 

WHAT IS THE ANNUAL CATHOLIC APPEAL? 
19 years ago, The Annual Catholic Appeal began in re-

sponse to the intense need to help people in our own 
communities. Funds from the Annual Appeal have en-
abled our social service organizations, year by year, to 
help those who struggle to overcome severe poverty of 
mind, body, or spirit. The Annual Catholic Appeal also 
provides funds to individual parishes for their own min-
istries to people in need.  Of course, it also helps greatly 
with Vocations and Catholic Education. 

WHO WILL RECEIVE SUPPORT FROM THE AP-
PEAL? 
At any given time, there are as many as 400,000 people 
in our diocese who live in poverty. Last year, tens of 
thousands sought help through programs supported by 
the Annual Catholic Appeal.  

These are good, yet disadvantaged people: older people, 
school children, refugees, working families, immigrants, 
pregnant women, homeless and mentally ill- here in our 
neighborhoods. 

Your contribution will help over 100 programs operate 
for another year.

Severe cuts in public and private funding have left many 
programs supported by the Annual Appeal in imminent 
peril.

It is important to have a good mix of people as 
to age, profession, experience, ethnicity, gender and 
location.  Not all who show interest can be on the coun-
cil but names will be kept for future consideration.  
Don’t be shy as we’ll be glad to have many names and 
will review these for a good mix and appoint the new 
members as time and vacancies demand. 
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~ BE IT RESOLVED … ~ 
New Year’s Day is not the best time to make resolu-
tions.  Making commitments after the hectic days of 
Christmas can be challenging.  Lent is a better time for 
life-changing resolutions. 

PRAYER — Resolve this Lent to pray more.  
Avoid telling yourself that there is no time for prayer.  
Be inventive.  As you get ready for the day, in the 
shower, on your way to work, during lunch, on your 
way home, while preparing dinner – there are always a 
few moments for prayer. 

FASTING — Resolve this Lent to fast.  Start your 
fasting with small things; no jam on your toast, no soft 
drink for lunch, no afternoon snack, no dessert with din-
ner.  Fasting has been called “the prayer of the body.”  
When we consciously deny ourselves some small pleas-
ure, we almost automatically become more attentive to 
things that really matter, like our relationship to God. 

ALMSGIVING — Resolve this Lent to remem-
ber the needy.  We think of fasting as giving something 
up.  Think of almsgiving (or charity toward the poor) as 
giving something back.  Designate your snack money 
for the parish poor box.  Take the bus a few days each 
week, and the money saved could be sent to an organi-
zation that provides transportation for the needy.  Giv-
ing of our time is equally valuable.  Volunteering at a 
soup kitchen or homeless shelter will make us more 
aware of the needs of the poor and build solidarity with 
them. 

There will be days when our best intentions fall short.  
But acknowledging our failures and moving on is also a 
part of this holy season.  With God’s help, our Lenten 
resolutions could become lifelong habits. 

~ RADIATING CHRIST ~ 
Dear Jesus, help us to spread Your fragrance everywhere we 
go.  Flood our souls with Your spirit and life.  Penetrate 
and possess our whole being so utterly that our lives 
may only be a radiance of Yours.  Shine through us and 
be so in us that every soul we come in contact with may 
feel Your presence in our souls.  Let them look up and 
see no longer us but only Jesus!  Stay with us and then 
we shall begin to shine as You shine; so to shine as to 
be a light to others.  The light, O Jesus, will be all from 
You, none of it will be ours; it will be You shining on 
others through us.  Let us thus praise You in the way 
You love best:  by shining on others through us.  Let us 
preach You without preaching, not by words but by our 

example, by the catching force, the sympathetic influ-
ence of what we do, the evident fullness of the love our 
hearts bear to You.  Amen.
