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~THE EASTER SEASON — THE
RESURRECTION~

The resurrection of Jesus has a personal message for
all who believe, and this message is clearly spelled
out for us in the letter of St. Paul to the Colossians:
“Since you have been raised up in company with
Christ, set your heart on what pertains to higher
realms where Christ is seated at God’s right hand. Be
intent on things above rather than on things of
earth.... Your life is hidden now with Christ in God.
When Christ our life appears, then you shall appear
with Him in Glory.” (3:1-3)

This is possible for us through Baptism which makes
us sharers in the life of Christ. Our faith in the risen
Jesus allows us to keep the material world in proper
perspective and to place first values on the Spiritual.
We all know that this is not always the easiest thing
to do because we are of necessity having to deal with
a multiplicity of human and material concerns here
and now: food, shelter, clothing, recreational activity,
work, and the things we all need to live and make life
relatively pleasant. And it is proper that we devote
effort to all of these good things which are gifts from
God along with His spiritual gifts. We are not all
called to live as hermits. God’s good world wouldn’t
get very far if this were the case. But the spirit that
motivated the early church and its modern
counterparts can be meaningful to us as well.

During the Lenten season we dwelt on the meaning of
and the importance of Christian self-denial and
mortification. Now during the Easter season our
attention and our emphases are somewhat different.
Our goal is the same but we approach it differently.

The resurrection of Jesus was a tremendous event, a
mystery that we accept in faith, and which we come
to somewhat of an understanding with our faith. Our
faith in Jesus, risen from the dead, is an
acknowledgement that we belong to Him. It is an
acknowledgement  that our  redemption s
accomplished, and that our lives must be lived in the
manner that Jesus taught and exemplified. We know
what kind of a person Jesus was in His earthly life.
By implication, if we share His life, we must let His
actions and example influence us. A great tribute is
paid to Jesus by St. Peter who kind of gives us an

epitaph for Jesus. Peter wrote that Jesus went about
doing good works. Those good words we know from
our reading of the gospels. Peter also adds a very
significant statement: “and God was with Him.”

So we know what kind of people we should be if we
profess, as we do, to be followers of Jesus. We know
how we should live, but we need reminders from time
to time. We must go about doing good to and for
others. Our goodness must extend to all who cross
our paths each day. We cannot make any exceptions.
Jesus didn’t; even those he rebuked were
beneficiaries of His kindness and concern.

This goodness and concern in all we do is our way of
living now with Christ in God. And we do this by
being truly human, by using all the human qualities
that God has bestowed on us who are made in His
image and likeness. There are so many good qualities
and virtues that we are capable of showing in our
everyday life, with a graciousness and naturalness
that will attract others to try to discover in us what
makes our lives so. If we are conscious of Jesus
Christ living in us and acting through us, then we will
be able to make God visible and tangible to others
through us. God must become more real to others
because of us. Other people must be helped to
experience God and His care through us.

This is our way of preaching redemption and
salvation. This is our way of showing the meaning
that the resurrection of Jesus has for us. In living so
we imitate Jesus Christ, and we reach the goal of
happiness in God, imperfectly not, but to perfected in
eternity. God bless you as we rejoice in this Easter
Season.

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~FRIDAY - A BLESSED DAY
OF MEMORY~

Since we abstained from meat on the Fridays of Lent,
a question was raised about how we as Catholics
observe Fridays as general. I’m glad to share with
you the universal church teaching in canon law 1250-
1253 and statues for the Diocese of Sacramento. |
hope you find these helpful in your spiritual journey
as you keep Holy Friday, the day of the Lord’s death
on the cross:

Can. 1250 — All Fridays through the year and the
time of Lent are penitential days and times
throughout the universal Church.

Can. 1251 — Abstinence from eating meat or another
food according to the prescriptions of the conference
of bishops is to be observed on Fridays throughout
the year unless they are solemnities; abstinence and
fast are to be observed on Ash Wednesday and on the
Friday of the Passion and Death of Our Lord Jesus
Christ.

Can. 1252 — All persons who have completed their

fourteenth yar are bound by the law of abstinence; all
adults are bound by the law of fast up to the
beginning of their sixtieth year. Nevertheless, pastors
and parents are to see to it that minors who are not
bound by the law of fast and abstinence are educated
in an authentic sense of penance.

Can. 1253 — It is for the conference of bishops to
determine more precisely the observance of fast and
abstinence and to substitute in whole or in part for
fast and abstinence other forms of penance, especially
works of charity and exercises of piety.

The Diocese of Sacramento posts from statute
number 125-127:

125. Lenten Abstinence and Fasting
Abstinence from eating meat is required on
Ash Wednesday and on every Friday during
Lent. In addition to abstinence, fasting is
required on Ash Wednesday and Good
Friday.

126. Non-Lenten Fridays
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All Fridays throughout the year are days of
penitential observance, uniting us with
Christ’s sacrifice on the cross and preparing
us to celebrate the weekly Sunday “Easter.”
In the United States, among freely chosen
penitential practices for non-Lenten Fridays,
first place is to be given to abstinence from
flesh meat. In the Diocese of Sacramento, the
faithful are asked voluntarily to abstain from
eating meat on non-Lenten Fridays.

127. Friday Abstinence for Group Events

In order to assist those who, by free choice,
are abstaining from meat on Fridays in
prayerful remembrance of the passion of
Christ, and in order to serve as a public
witness to the penitential character of Fridays,
any parish or diocesan institution or group
which sponsors and event which includes a
meal is not to serve meat on any Friday
during the year.

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~LA TEMPORADA DE PASCUA
— LA RESURRECCION~

La Resurreccion de Jesus tiene un mensaje personal para
todos los que creen, y este mensaje es claramente
deletreado para nosotros en la carta de San Pablo a los
Colosenses: "Si han sido resucitados con Cristo, busquen
las cosas de arriba, donde Cristo estd sentado a la
derecha de Dios. Preoctpense por las cosas de arriba, no
por las de la tierra. Pues han muerto, y su vida esta
ahora escondida con Cristo en Dios." (3: 1 - 3)

Esto es posible a través del Bautismo que nos hace
participes de la vida de Cristo. Nuestra fe en Jesus
Resucitado nos permite mantener el mundo material en
la perspectiva correcta y colocar primeramente los
valores espirituales. Todos sabemos que esto no es
siempre la cosa mas facil de hacer porque tenemos la
necesidad de tener que tratar con una multiplicidad de
problemas humanos y materiales, aqui y ahora:
alimentos, refugio, ropa, actividades recreativas, trabajo
y las cosas que todos necesitamos para vivir y hacer la
vida relativamente agradable. Y es adecuado que
dediquemos esfuerzo a todas estas cosas buenas que son
dones de Dios junto con sus dones espirituales. No todos
estamos llamados a vivir como ermitafios. La palabra de
Dios no llegaria muy lejos si esto fuera el caso. Pero el
espiritu  que motivd la Iglesia primitiva y sus
contrapartes modernas puede ser significativo para
nosotros.

Durante la temporada Cuaresmal nos insisten en la
importancia y el significado del sacrificio cristiano.
Ahora durante la temporada de Pascua nuestra atencion y
nuestros acentos son algo diferentes. Nuestro objetivo es
el mismo, pero nos acercamos de diferente manera.

La Resurreccion de Jesus fue un evento tremendo, un
misterio que aceptamos por la fe, y que lleguemos a un
entendimiento también por nuestra fe. Nuestra fe en
JesUs, Resucitado de entre los muertos, es un
reconocimiento que nosotros pertenecemos a EI. Es un
reconocimiento que lleva a cabo nuestra redencion, y
que nuestras vidas se deben vivir de la manera que Jesus
nos ensefio con su y ejemplo. Sabemos qué tipo de
persona fue Jesus en su vida terrenal. Por implicacion, si
compartimos su vida, debemos dejar que sus acciones y
su ejemplo influyan en nosotros. Un gran homenaje a
Jesus fue dado por San Pedro. San Pedro escribié que
JesUs pas6 por el mundo haciendo buenas obras. Las
buenas palabras que sabemos por nuestra lectura de los

Evangelios. Pedro también agrega una declaracion muy
importante: "y Dios estaba con EI".

Por lo que sabemos qué tipo de personas debemos de ser
si profesamos nuestra fe, como lo hacemos nosotros, a
ser seguidores de JesUs. Sabemos como debemos vivir,
pero necesitamos recordatorios de vez en
cuando. Debemos hacer el bien para otros. Nuestra
bondad debe extenderse a todos los que cruzan por
nuestro camino cada dia. No podemos hacer
excepciones. Jesus no hizo excepciones, incluso los que
lo persiguen son beneficiarios de su bondad y su
preocupacion.

Esta bondad y preocupacion en todo lo que hacemos es
nuestra manera de vivir ahora con Cristo en Dios. Y
hacemos esto por ser verdaderamente humanao, utilizando
todas las cualidades humanas que Dios nos ha otorgado,
ha nosotros al hacernos en su imagen y semejanza. Hay
tantas buenas cualidades y virtudes que somos capaces
de mostrar en nuestra vida diaria, con una gentileza y la
naturalidad que atraerd a otros para intentar descubrir en
nosotros lo que hace nuestras vidas. Si somos
conscientes de que Jesucristo vive en nosotros y actla a
través de nosotros, entonces podremos hacer que Dios
sea visible y tangible para los demas a través de
nosotros. Dios debe ser mas real para otros debido a
nosotros. Otras personas deben ser guiadas a la
experiencia de Dios y su atencion a través de nosotros.

Esta es nuestra manera de la predicacion de la Redencién
y Salvacion. Esta es nuestra forma de mostrar el
significado que la Resurreccion de Jesus tiene para
nosotros. En vivir asi imitando a Jesucristo, y llegamos
a la meta de la felicidad en Dios, sin imperfecciones,
sino en la perfeccion6 en la eternidad de Dios.

Jesucristo.

Can de 1252.— Todas las personas que han cumplido
la edad de catorce afios estan obligados por la ley a la
abstinencia; todos los adultos estdn obligados por la
ley de ayuno hasta el comienzo de su 60 ° afio. Sin
embargo, los pastores y los padres deben velar por que
los menores que no estan obligados por la ley del ayu-
no y la abstinencia sean educados en un auténtico sen-
tido de la penitencia.

Can de 1253.- Es para la Conferencia de Obispos para
determinar mas precisamente la observancia de ayuno
y abstinencia y para sustituir en todo o en parte por el
ayuno y la abstinencia otras formas de penitencia, es-
pecialmente obras de caridad y ejercicios de piedad.

La Didcesis de Sacramento 125-127:

125. Abstinencia Cuaresmal y ayuno
Abstinencia de comer carne es necesaria, el
Miércoles de Ceniza y cada viernes durante la
Cuaresma. Ademas de la abstinencia, el ayuno
es necesario el Miércoles de Ceniza y el Vier-
nes Santo.

126. Viernes no-cuaresmal
Todos los viernes el afio son dias de observan-
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cia penitencia, nos une con el sacrificio de
Cristo en la Cruz y la preparacion de nosotros
para celebrar el domingo "Pascua”. En los
Estados Unidos, entre las practicas penitencia-
les libremente elegidos para el viernes no cua-
resmales, en primer lugar es que debe darse a
la abstinencia de carne. En la Didcesis de Sa-
cramento, se les piden a los fieles la abstinen-
cia voluntaria de no comer carne los viernes no
cuaresmales.
