~ PARISH UPDATE AND PLANS ~

On this Sunday, | share on how | see our parish
doing at this time. | have appreciated the welcome
by all parishioners and am grateful for all who say
hello before and after Masses. | like being present
to meet people even if I’'m not on a Mass. This al-
so allows me to experience the faith community in
a different way than when I’m in front. My hope
always is that a parish be a place of welcome and
warmth, where people feel at home as family in the
Body of Christ which is our holy church. In the 7
months | have been here it has been a joy to see all
the goodness of the Cathedral Parish, the many ex-
cellent programs and the spirit of the people. As
we are advised to do, a pastor does not make many
changes quickly in a parish but of course the life of
a parish is never static. The following help build
on all Msgr. Murphy did:

+ Stewardship - A Way of Living appeal has been
concluded. People who signed up for various mi-
nistries are being contacted and trained.

+ The Cathedral has a new and larger bilingual
bulletin, providing a lot more information, which |
think is well received.

+ Regrettably, it has been necessary to reduce and
restructure staff to meet budget realities.

+ An updated phone system has been put in place
with state of the art ability to serve callers.

+ A new finance plan has been developed accor-
ding to diocesan regulations.

+ An agreement has been made with the diocese
after much discussion regarding transparency, re-
pairs, maintenance and future projects. The Cat-
hedral is a very expensive place to keep up.

+ Despite many ongoing challenges on upkeep
and repairs, Tom Waddock is doing great work in
the difficult position of business manager.

+ The Cathedral budget is frugal and under con-
trol based on $11,000 income per weekend.

+ We now have an updated computer system with
a server and greater capacity.

+ Attendance at daily Confessions and Mass is
excellent as are the numbers for Saturday Confes-
sions.

+ The St. Vincent de Paul Society is on its way to
being legally separate from the parish with its own
tax ID number as required by the diocese.

+ St. Vincent de Paul is allowed a collection in
every month with a 5th Sunday so it can do more
for the poor who grow more numerous all the time
around the Cathedral.

+ The Annual Catholic Appeal is now all set up
for the end of February. The 25% parish return
amount will of course be used for the poor.

+ The Cathedral Choir is excellent as is liturgy in
general.

+ Cathedral janitorial/cleaning has been restructu-
red to better meet our needs.

+ Our Pastoral Council, Finance Council, Liturgy
Council and Hospitality Committee are very effec-
tive. The Pastoral Council is now larger and will
work on many short and long term plans.

+ Faith Formation for children, youth and adults,
and a good Confirmation class for adults are doing
very well. Sr. Jenny is a treasure for our parish and
her volunteers.

The parish is a place of peace and harmony with a
blessed atmosphere.

We face a number of challenges and increased in-
come is needed. Our debt is $564,000 which must
be retired and we should work to increase staff as
presently it is very difficult for me. | hope that all
feel welcome as full members of the parish or at
least as associate members for those who can’t be
full members. The parish belongs to all of us who
attend. The responsibilities of Rector of the Cat-
hedral of the Blessed Sacrament are large and ma-
ny. | ask for your prayers and help as we worship
and serve together in this great place. | assure you
of my prayers for all of you. God bless you now
and always.
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~ ACTUALIZACION DE LOS PLANES DE LA PARROQUIA ~

Este domingo, comparto sobre como veo que esta
nuestra parroquia en este momento. He apreciado la
bienvenida de todos los feligreses y estoy agradecido
por todos los que me saludan antes y después de
las Misas. Me gusta estar presente para saludar a las
personas aun cuando yo no soy el celebrante. Esto
también me permite experimentar la comunidad de fe
de forma diferente que cuando estoy celebrando. Mi
esperanza es siempre que una parroquia sea un lugar
donde todos sientan una calurosa bienvenida, donde
la gente se sienta como en casa como una familia en el
cuerpo de Cristo, que es nuestra Santa Iglesia. Los 7
meses que he estado aqui ha sido una alegria ver toda
la bondad de la Parroquia de la Catedral, los muchos
excelentes programas y el espiritu de las perso-
nas. Como estamos aconsejados que un pastor no de-
be hacer muchos cambios rapidamente en una parro-
quia, Pero naturalmente, la vida de una parroquia nun-
ca es estatica. Basada en la administracion del Monse-
fior James Murphy:

+ La Corresponsabilidad se ha concluido - un cami-
no de apelacion a la vida. Ya se les esta llamando a
las personas que se inscribieron para diversos ministe-
rios y se estdn formando clases para ayudarles en su
ministerios.

+ Tenemos un boletin bilingle, proporcionando mu-
cha mas informacion, que creo es bien recibida.

+ Lamentablemente, ha sido necesario reducir y re-
estructurar el personal para cumplir con las realidades
del presupuesto.

4+ Tenemos un sistema de teléfono actualizado ya se
ha puesto en marcha con la capacidad para atender las
Illamadas.

4+ Tenemos un nuevo plan de finanzas desarrollado
conforme a las normas diocesanas.

+ Se ha hecho un acuerdo con la didcesis después de
mucha planeacion sobre, reparaciones, mantenimiento
y proyectos futuros. La Catedral es un lugar muy caro
para mantener.

+ A pesar de los muchos desafios sobre el manteni-
miento y reparaciones, Tom Waddock estd haciendo
un gran trabajo con la dificil posicion de Gerente de
Negocios.

+ El presupuesto de la Catedral es muy alto y bajo
control basado en ingresos de $ 11,000 por fin de se-
mana.

4+ Ahora tenemos un sistema de computadoras actua-

lizado con un servidor de mayor capacidad.

4+ Laasistencia diaria para las Confesionesy Misa
son excelente, asi también el niamero de Confesio-
nes los sdbados.

+ La Sociedad de San Vicente de Paul est4 en cami-
no de ser juridicamente independiente de la parroquia
con su numero de identificacion de impuestos propios
como requerido por la diocesis.

4+ Tenemos una colecta al mes en el Quinto domin-
go para la Sociedad de San Vicente de Paul para que
pueda hacer més para los pobres que crecen mas nu-
merosos todo el tiempo alrededor de la Catedral.

+ El llamamiento anual Catolico esta todo planea-
do para finales de febrero. Se le devuelve a la parro-
quia el 25 % de la cantidad, para ser utilizado para
los pobres.

+ El coro de la Catedral es excelente como es la li-
turgia en general.

+ La limpieza/conserjes de la Catedral ha sido re-
estructurado para responder mejor a nuestras necesida-
des.

+ Nuestro Consejo Pastoral, Consejo de Finanzas,
Consejo de Liturgia y el Comité de Hospitalidad son
muy eficaces. El Consejo Pastoral es ahora méas gran-
de y funcionara en muchos planes de corto y largo pla-
z0.

4+ Formacidn de fe para los nifios, una buena clase de
Confirmacion para adultos, jovenes y adultos estan
haciendo muy bien. Sr. Jenny es un tesoro para nues-
tra parroquia y también sus voluntarios.

La parroquia es un lugar de paz y armonia con una
bendita atmdsfera.

Nos enfrentamos a una serie de retos y se necesita un
aumento de ingresos. Nuestra deuda es
de $564,000 que debe ser liquidada y deberiamos
trabajar para aumentar el personal en la actualidad es
muy dificil para mi. Espero que todos se sienten bien-
venidos como miembros de pleno derecho de la parro-
quia o miembros al menos como asociados para aque-
llos que no pueden ser miembros de pleno dere-
cho.

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~ FINANCIAL UPDATE ~

At our January Finance Council meeting | shared
that many people expressed appreciation for the
thank you and prayer we offer as people make their
donation to the church during Mass. It is my hope
that people will see every act in the Mass and inde-
ed in their lives as holy. Giving in the collection is
a sacred act like all other parts of the Mass and our
lives when done in Stewardship — service of God
using the talents we have received. However, it was
stated that while good the prayer may not be enough
in itself, as looking at the beauty of the Cathedral
people may think we have plenty of money. There-
fore it was suggested | provide information on the
state of the parish as to debt, costs and collection
income. The situation is as follows:

The Cathedral owes $564,000 at 6% interest. We
must pay this down and eventually retire it.

The Finance Council has projected that in fiscal ye-
ar 2009/10 the amount needed for parish upkeep
each weekend is $10,500.

The total collection income for fiscal year 2009/10
was projected at $546,000. Total income at this
point is $306,597 which is $14,488 less than the
projected income as of this date.

You can see clearly we need help. Please do what
you can by raising your Sunday donation. If ever-
yone does their best and we have some generous
donations we will be ok through June. God bless
you for all you do.

because in them Christ is all the more received.

e Let no one seek his own interest but those of his
neighbor.

Let us prefer absolutely nothing to Christ. May he
bring us all alike to everlasting life.
