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~ MAY: MONTH OF MARY ~

May devotions in honor of the Blessed Virgin Mary
are traditional throughout the whole Catholic world.
Here are some reflections on this beautiful custom.

When we make an offering, we ought to give of our
best. In selecting a month of the year to pay special
homage to Mary, it seems appropriate to choose the
most beautiful. Cardinal Newman gives expression to
this thought in his usual graceful fashion:

"Why is May chosen as the month in which we
exercise a special devotion to the Blessed Virgin?
The first reason is because it is the time when the
earth burst forth into its fresh foliage and its green
grass after the stern frost and snow of winter, and the
raw atmosphere and the wild wind and rain of early
spring. It is because the blossoms are upon the trees

and the flowers are in the
gardens. It is because the
days have got long, and the
sun rises early and sets late. | A\
For such gladness and | '.{'\"-1
joyousness of external |3
nature is a fit attendant on | %
our devotion to her who is
the mystical rose and the
house of gold."

After noticing that May
ordinarily occurs during the

Easter season, and that

during this month occur
(except very rarely) the feasts of the Ascension,
Pentecost, and not infrequently the feasts of the Holy
Trinity and Corpus Christi, Cardinal Newman
continues:

"May is the time when there are frequent alleluias,
because Christ has risen from the grave, Christ has
ascended on high and God the Holy Ghost has come
down to take His place. Here, then, we have a reason
why May is dedicated to the Blessed Virgin. She is
the first of creatures, the most acceptable child of
God, the dearest and nearest to Him. It is fitting that
this month should be hers, in which we especially
glory and rejoice in His great providence to us, in our
redemption and sanctification in God the Father, God

the Son, and God the Holy Ghost."

The Church, as a wise mother, blesses all popular
devotions which are sane and spiritually healthful.
May devotions have her official stamp of approval,
and she even directs that they be held in parish
churches. Pope Pius XII wrote:

"There are other exercises of piety which, although
not strictly belonging to the sacred Liturgy, are
nevertheless of special import and dignity, and may
be considered in a certain way to be an addition the
liturgical cult. They have been approved and praised
over and over again by the bishops. Among these are
the prayers usually said during the month of May in
honor of the Blessed Virgin, Mother of God, or
during the month of June to the most Sacred Heart of
Jesus; also novenas and triduums, stations of the
cross, and other similar practices."

We beseech thee, O Mother of mercy, to supply for
our weakness, to excuse our presumption, to accept
our services, to bless our labors by imprinting they
love in the hearts of all; that after having honored and
loved thy Son on earth, we may praise Him and bless
Him forever in heaven. Amen.

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~FIRST HOLY COMMUNION
AND CONFIRMATION~

This weekend our whole parish community celebrates
as many of our children will receive the Sacraments of
First Holy Communion and Confirmation. See page 6
for a complete listing of all those receiving First
Communion this Sunday. The children have completed
great work in preparation for these special events, and
their families have participated and lent their support.
Now it is our turn as a community to join in the
wonderful celebrations and lend our support to their
new commitments.

FIRST COMMUNION

First Communion is one of the holiest and most
important occasions in Catholic life — we receive the
Sacrament of the Eucharist, the Body and Blood of
Jesus Christ, for the first time.

As Catholics, we are keenly aware that there is more to
a child’s first communion than new clothes and a family
party. It means that the children have studied and
understood, to the best of their abilities, the mystery of
the Eucharist — the changing of ordinary bread and wine
into Christ’s Body and Blood.

First Communion is a momentous change for the whole
family. As we are all invited to the banquet at the table
of the Lord, at First Communion, a child, already
baptized into the family of God, at last takes his or her
place at the Lord’s Table with us.

After First Communion, our young Catholics attend
church every Saturday evening or Sunday. By
continuing to receive Holy Communion for the rest of
our lives, we become one with Christ and believe that we
will share in His eternal life.

CONFIRMATION

Confirmation day is literally the Pentecost of our life.
The effect of the Sacrament of Confirmation is to confer
the Holy Spirit on us as conferred on the apostles on
Pentecost day. This sacrament of Christian maturity is
designed to make us “grow up” as a Christian. It confers
on each person the fullness of the Spirit of God in the
form of special gifts of the Spirit.

Three effects follow the reception of the Sacrament of
Confirmation. First, we receive an increase of
sanctifying grace: a fuller participation in the very life
of God. Secondly, our soul is stamped with the
sacramental character of Confirmation. That indelible
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spiritual badge, ingrained on our soul forever, makes
each of us a sharer in the priesthood of Jesus. Thirdly,
we receive special sacramental graces over and above
the sanctifying grace which all the sacraments confer.
These special graces, proper to Confirmation, are
designed to help in the rough days which must
inevitably come, when we need a special lift to be
faithful.

Confirmation has been traditionally linked with the
virtues of hope and fortitude. Hope brings the
conviction that a Catholic life is possible — that even
sanctity can be reached. Fortitude brushes aside human
obstacles and instills courage to start over bravely each
day. It is the prayer of the Church and our Holy Family
community that our now fully initiated confirmande will
assume active roles, sharing their gifts with our various
parish ministries.

CELEBRATION AND COMMITMENT
We welcome Bishop Soto to the Cathedral of the
Blessed Sacrament as he celebrates
the Sacrament of Confirmation with
us. It is always a blessing to have the
shepherd of our large diocese here
with us, and it is truly a special honor
for those children and young adults

who will receive the Holy Spirit at
his hands.

We thank the many teachers and
coordinators who have brought the
First Communicants and
Confirmation candidates to this
point. They have shown great
commitment and compassion in
guiding members of our family
toward these blessed, holy events in
their lives, and we are grateful for their efforts.

We thank and congratulate the parents, sponsors and
others who have supported them on their journeys to
this place. These celebrations are not only joyous
occasions but signify great commitment to a life in
Christ and the Holy Spirit that will take much effort on
the part of these youth and their families, with the
support and prayers of the whole community.
