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~ IMAGINATION ~

He spoke imaginatively of the Kingdom of God,
comparing the Kingdom to a net thrown into the sea, a
treasure buried in a field, a pearl of great price, a
woman scouring the house for a lost coin. He spoke of
birds and foxes and wolves and sheep, of lilies and
grape vines and wheat fields. He used water for baptism
and bread and wine for the Eucharist. Jesus was also a
storyteller. His parables of the prodigal son, the Good
Samaritan, the crooked manager, and the crazy farmer
evangelized both the minds and the imaginations of his

In the Gospel, Jesus speaks of commandments: “As the
Father loves me, so I also love you. Remain in my love.
If you keep my commandments, you will remain in my
love, just as | have kept my Father’s commandments
and remain in his love.

I have told you this so that my joy may be in you and
your joy may be complete. This is my commandment:
love one another as | love you.” (John 15:9-12)

Keeping the Father’s commandments and living this
new commandment of Jesus require tremendous
courage, faith and strength and, perhaps, a little
imagination... Imagination?

Orthodox Judaism recognizes 613 commandments. The
Church’s Code of Law lists 1752. Both Jews and
Christians agree, however, that they can all be reduced
to two. We are to love God with all of heart, mind,
being and strength, and we are to love one another.
Contemporary writers have begun to explain the role
that our imaginations play in obeying the two great
Commandments (Timothy O’Connell, Making
Disciples).

Imagination is not only a way of recasting experience. It
is itself a powerful source of experience. We need only
think of the books, movies, plays and music that made
us laugh or cry or changed the way we looked at
ourselves or the world. Clearly the imagination can
have a powerful impact on our moral and spiritual lives.
Jesus was aware of this.

The Catholic Church shares this reverence for the
imagination. It gives us candles, incense, flowers,

statues,

creation, it believes,

stations and stained glass windows.

pointing to God. And so the church rejoices in creation

and celebrates it.

Laughter is a special gift of the imagination, capable of
giving us an unusual glimpse into the life of God.
Meister Eckhardt, 16th century master of the spiritual
life, put it this way: “The Father laughs at the Son. The
Son laughs back at the Father. The laughter gives

pleasure, the pleasure gives joy, the joy gives love and
that love is the Holy Spirit.”

As we approach a number of great events in the life of
the church, including Pentecost, we will come to an
even greater appreciation of that love which is the Holy

Spirit!

LLovVE CONQUERS WAR,
RELIGION, TIME

Love conquers all — war, religion and time.

Of this, Phil and Joan O’Neill are sure.

Theirs is a love story that reads like a movie script.
Boy heading to war meets girl and falls in love.

The night before he sets sail the boy goes to propose to
the girl, unaware she had been barred by her Catholic
father from seeing him because he was Protestant.

Heartbroken, the boy leaves to fight in the Second
World War, builds a new life and forgets about the girl
— almost.

Nearly 70 years later he receives a letter from his
teenage sweetheart, they meet up, love blossoms, and
finally, after so many years, they marry.

Tomorrow Phil and Joan, 87-year-old star-crossed
lovers, arrive on the Sunshine Coast from their home in
Masterton, New Zealand.

They are coming to celebrate Anzac Day with Phil’s
daughter Deb, who lives in Tewantin.

“l went to war when | was 17. My father signed my
papers to say | was 21, otherwise | couldn’t have gone,”
Phil said.

“When | left | was glad to go. The love of my life,
Joan, had rejected me, or so | thought.

“l went off to fight and try to forget her. | was

heartbroken.”

Phil had bought his sweetheart an engagement ring,
which he threw into a garden when she refused to see
him.

Little did he know his mother had retrieved the ring and
passed it on to Joan, who kept it.

“l kept in touch with Phil’s mother and older sister.
They brought me the ring a few months after he left,”
Joan said.

“l kept it in its damaged state for 30 years and then |
made it into a dress ring.”
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She wrote to Phil but, still stinging from his rejection,
he did not answer.

Both married, settled in New Zealand and had families
and, for 68 years, did not see or hear from each other.

When Phil’s wife died several years ago, however, a
letter arrived. It was from Joan.

The couple met up in 2008 and, though Joan was
adamant she was not interested in romance, Phil was
persistent.

“Joan said to me, ‘I’m not looking for romance, just a
lovely friend’,” Phil said.

“l thought to myself, ‘Sister, you don’t know what
you’ve gotten yourself into’.”

Five months later they were engaged.

“She’s still as beautiful now as the day | first met her,”
Phil said.

Having found his lost love, Phil is coming to the Coast
on a pilgrimage to honor his lost mate, Ausie soldier
Harold Dibben.

During the war Phil was captured on Crete and was held
as a prisoner of war before escaping with Mr. Dibben to
Poland.

“Harold was my best mate. We went through so much
and I’ve always wanted to come to Australia to pay
tribute to him,” Phil said.

Judaismo Ortodoxo reconoce 613 mandamientos.
Codigo de la ley de la Iglesia muestra 1752. Tanto los
Judios como los Cristianos estan de acuerdo, sin
embargo, que todos estos se pueden reducirse a dos. El
amar a Dios con todo el corazon, con toda tu mente, con
todo tu ser y con toda tu fuerza, y amar a tu projimo
como a ti mismo. Escritores contemporaneos han
comenzado a explicar el papel que nuestra imaginacion
desempefia en obedecer esto dos grandes mandamientos
(Timothy O'Connell, Making Disciples).

Imaginacion no es sb6lo una forma de recordar
experiencias. Si no que es una poderosa fuente de
experiencia. Basta pensar en un libro, pelicula, obras de
teatro y musica que nos hicieron reir o lloran o cambiar
la manera en gque nos analizamos nosotros mismos o al

mundo. Claramente la imaginacién puede tener un
efecto poderoso en nuestra vida moral y espiritual. Jesus
era consciente de ello.

Se refiri6 imaginativamente al Reino de Dios,
comparando el Reino a una red arrojada al mar, un
tesoro enterrado en un campo, una perla de gran precio,
una mujer que busca por toda la casa para encontrar una
moneda perdida. Hablé de las aves, zorros, lobos y
ovejas, de lirios y las guias de vifiedos y campos de
trigo. Utiliz6 el agua para el bautismo y el pan 'y el vino
de la Eucaristia. Jests también contaba historias. Su
parabola del hijo prédigo, el buen Samaritano, el mal
administrador, evangeliza tanto las mentes como la
imaginacion de sus oyentes.

La Iglesia comparte esta reverencia por la imaginacion.
Nos da velas, incienso, flores, estatuas, estaciones.
