PIassion (FIalm) Sunday

MESSAGE FROM THE PASTOR
Confession is a sacrament instituted by our Lord Jesus
Christ in His love and mercy to offer sinners forgiveness
for offenses committed against God. At the same time, we
are reconciled with the Church, because it also is wounded
by our sins. We know this sacrament by various names: the
Sacrament of Penance, Confession, or Reconciliation.

This is good news for all of us, because we all are sinners
and in need of God’s forgiveness. In the Sacrament of
Penance, we meet Christ in the person of the priest, ready
and eager to absolve us and restore us to new life. We
confess our sins to God through his minister, the priest,
who absolves us in the name of Christ.

Why should we confess? The Sacrament of Reconciliation
is a sacrament of healing and a sacrament of conversion,
returning us to the Father after our sin. We are to confess
serious sins at least once a year; those aware of committing
a mortal sin must receive the Sacrament of Reconciliation
before receiving Holy Communion.

The Church also encourages us to go to confession more
frequently, if possible, in order that we might deepen our
relationship with God and grow in humility and virtue.
Through this sacrament we also receive the grace to help us
avoid future sin. (Catechism of the Catholic Church, No.
1458).

MAKING A GOOD CONFESSION
Three acts are required from the penitent for forgiveness
through the sacrament. These are contrition, confession,
and satisfaction,

CONTRITION is sincere sorrow for having offended God,
the most important act of the penitent. There can be no
forgiveness of sin if we do not have sorrow and a firm
resolve to not repeat our sin.

CONFESSION requires confronting our sins in a profound
way before God by acknowledging them aloud to a priest
who speaks in the name of Christ in this beautiful
Sacrament.

SATISFACTION is the “penance” the priest imposes on the
penitent to make amends for sin, an important part of our
healing.

Confession is not difficult, nor should anyone be afraid, but

it does require preparation. We should begin with prayer,
placing ourselves in the presence of God, our loving
Father. We seek healing and forgiveness through
repentance and a resolve to sin no more. Then we review
our lives since our last confession, searching out thoughts,
words, and actions that did not conform to God’s love, to
God’s law, or to the laws of the Church. This review is
called an “examination of conscience.” (see example
below)

STEPS IN THE RITE OF RECONCILIATION

The penitent can go to confession privately behind a screen
or face-to-face with the priest.

1. Begin by making the Sign of the Cross and greeting the

priest: “Bless me Father, for I have sinned.”

2. Then continue: “My last confession was...” (weeks,
months, or years),

3. Confess your sins to the priest. He will help you make a
good confession. If you are unsure of how to confess or
you feel uneasy, ask him to help you. Try to answer his
questions without hiding anything out of fear or shame as
all is in strictest confidence, under the seal of Confession,
which the priest cannot break for any reason what so ever.
Place your trust in God, a merciful Father who wants to
forgive you.

4. Following your confession of sins, say: “I am sorry for
these and all of my sins.”

5. The priest will assign you a penance and offer advice to
help you be a better Catholic. The penance imposed will
take into account your personal situation and support your
spiritual good. It may be a prayer, an offering, works of
mercy, service, or sacrifice; but it joins us in some way to
Christ and to the cross.

6. Say the Act of Contrition, expressing sorrow for your
sins.

7. The priest, acting in the person of Christ, then will
absolve you from your sins by saying the Prayer of
Absolution, to which you make the Sign of the Cross and
respond, “Amen.”

8. In conclusion, the priest will bless you and may offer
some proclamation of praise, such as “Give thanks to the
Lord, for He is good,” to which you may respond, “His
mercy endures forever” or by simply “amen.”
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The humility required in confessing and completing
penance helps us to submit again to God’s will and follow
Him more closely. Confession is a blessing, offering peace,
a clear mind, and a hopeful heart.

“The sacrament of Reconciliation with God brings about a
true ‘spiritual resurrection,” restoration of the dignity and
blessings of the life of the children of God, of which the
most precious is friendship with God.” (Catechism, No.
1468)

ACT OF CONTRITION
O my God, I am heartily sorry for having offended you and
I detest all my sins, because I dread the loss of heaven and
the pains of hell; but most of all because they offend you,
my God, who are all good and deserving of all my love. |
firmly resolve, with the help of your grace, to confess my
sins, to do penance, and to amend my life. Amen.

EXAMINATION OF CONSCIENCE

A. THE LORD SAYS, “YOU SHALL LOVE THE
LORD YOUR GOD WITH YOUR WHOLE HEART.”

1. Is my heart set on God, so that I really love him above
all things and am faithful to his commandments? Or am I
more concerned about the things of this world?

2. God spoke to us in his Son. Is my faith in God firm
and secure? Have I been careful to grow in my
understanding of the faith, to hear God’s word?

3. Do I pray regularly? Do I offer God my difficulties,
my joys and my sorrows?

4. Have I love and reverence for God’s name? Have [
shown disrespect for the Blessed Virgin Mary and the
saints?

5. Do I keep Sundays and feast days holy by taking a full
part, with attention and devotion, in the liturgy, and
especially in the Mass?

Are there false gods that I worship by giving them greater
attention and deeper trust than I give to God: money,
superstition, astrology?

B. THE LORDS SAYS, “LOVE ONE ANOTHER AS I

HAVE LOVED.YOU.”

1. Have I a genuine love for my neighbors? Or do I use
them for my own ends, or do to them what T would not
want done to myself?

2. In my family life, have I shown proper respect toward
my parents? Have I been careful to give a Christian
upbringing to my children? Have I been faithful to my
spouse?

3. Do I share my possessions with the less fortunate? Do
I do my best to help the victims of oppression, misfortune
and poverty?

4. Does my life reflect the mission I received at
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confirmation? Do I share in the apostolic and charitable
works of the church and in the life of my parish?
Am I concerned for the good and prosperity of the human

‘community in which I live, or do I spend my life caring

only for myself? Do [ share to the best of my ability in the
work of promoting justice, morality, harmony and live in
human relations?

C. CHRIST OUR LORD SAYS, “BE PERFECT AS
YOUR FATHER IS PERFECT.”

1. Where is my life really leading me? Is the hope of
eternal life my inspiration? Have I tried to grow in the life
of the Spirit through prayer, reading the word of God,
receiving the sacraments? Have I imposed my own will on
others, without respecting their freedom and rights?

2. What use have I made of time, of health and strength,
of the gifts God has given me? Do I use them to become
more perfect each day?

3. Have I been patient in accepting the sorrows and
disappointments of life?

4. Have I kept my whole body pure as a temple of the
Holy Spirit? Have I dishonored my body physically or
through unworthy conversation or thoughts? Have I gone
against my conscience out of fear or hypocrisy?

PRAYER OF THANKSGIVING
Presider:

Almighty and merciful God, how
wonderfully you created us and still more
wonderfully remade us. You do not
abandon the sinner but seek us out with a
father’s love. You sent your Son into the
world to destroy sin and death by his
passion, and to restore life and joy by his
resurrection.  You sent the Holy Spirit into
our hearts to make us your children and
heirs of your kingdom. You constantly
renew our spirit in the sacrament of your
redeeming love, freeing us from slavery to
sin and transforming us ever more closely
into the likeness of your beloved Son. We
thank you for the wonders of your mercy,
and with heart and hand and voice we join
with the whole Church in praising you:
Glory to you through Christ in the Holy
Spirit, now and for ever.

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MENSAJE DEL PASTOR

La confesion es un Sacramento instituido por nuestro Sefior
Jesucristo en su amor y misericordia para ofrecer a los
pecadores perdon por crimenes cometidos contra Dios. Al
mismo tiempo, estamos reconciliandonos con la iglesia,
porque también es herida por nuestros pecados,
Conocemos este Sacramento con varios nombres: el
Sacramento de la Penitencia, Confesion o Reconciliacién.

Esto es una buena noticia para todos nosotros, porque todos
somos pecadores y con necesidad del perdon de Dios. En el
Sacramento de la penitencia, conocemos a Cristo en la
persona del Sacerdote, listo y deseoso de absolvernos y
restaurarnos a una nueva vida. Confesamos nuestros
pecados a Dios a través de su Ministro, el Sacerdote, que
nos absuelve en nombre de Cristo.

;Por qué deberiamos Confesarmos? El Sacramento de la
Reconciliacion es un Sacramento de sanacién y un
Sacramento de la conversion, nos retoma el Padre después
de nuestros pecados. Debemos confesar los pecados graves
al menos una vez al afio; Esos conscientes de haber
cometido un pecado mortal deben recibir el Sacramento de
la Reconciliacién antes de recibir la Comunién.

La iglesia también nos anima a ir a la confesién mas
frecuentemente, si es posible, para que  podamos
profundizar nuestra relacién con Dios y crecer en humildad
y virtud. A través de este Sacramento también recibimos la
gracia para evitar futuros pecados. (Catecismo de la Iglesia
Catolica, N° 1458).

HACER UNA BUENA CONFESION

Tres actos son necesarios del penitente mediante el
Sacramento para el perdén. Se trata de arrepentimiento,
confesion y satisfaccion.

CONTRICION ¢s sincero dolor por haber ofendido a Dios,
el acto mas importante de la penitencia. No puede haber
ningun perdon de pecado, si no tenemos la tristeza y una
firme resolucién de arrepentirnos de nuestros pecados.

CONFESION requiere enfrentar nuestros pecados en una
forma profunda ante Dios por reconocer en voz alta a un
sacerdote que habla en nombre de Cristo en este hermoso
Sacramento.

SATISFACCION es la "penitencia”, el sacerdote impone en
el penitente a hacer las paces por el pecado cometido, una
parte importante de nuestra sanacién.

La confesion no es dificil, ni nadie debe tener miedo, pero

requiere preparacion. Deberiamos empezar con la oracion,
colocindonos nosotros mismos en la presencia de Dios,
nuestro Padre amoroso. Tratamos de sanar y recibir el
perddn a través de arrepentimiento y la voluntad de no
pecar mas. A continuacidn, revisamos nuestras vidas desde
nuestra ultima confesion, busqueda de pensamientos,
palabras y acciones que no se ajustan al amor de Dios, a la
ley de Dios o a lo que manda la iglesia. Esta revisién se
llama un "examen de conciencia". (vea el ejemplo
siguiente)

PASOS EN EL RITO DE LA RECONCILIACION

El penitente puede ir a confesioén privada o cara a cara con
el sacerdote.

1. Comenzar haciendo la sefial de la Cruz y saludo al
Sacerdote: "Bendigame Padre, porque he pecado."

2. A continnacién, sigua: "Mi
fue" (semanas, meses o afios).

iltima confesion

3. Confiese sus pecados al Sacerdote. El le ayudari a hacer
una buena confesiéon. Si no estd seguro de como
confesarse o se siente incémodo, pida ayuda. Trate de
responder a sus preguntas sin ocultar nada por miedo o
vergiienza pues todo esti en la mas estricta
confidencialidad, bajo ¢l sello de la confesion, que el
Sacerdote no puede romper por ninguna razén. Coloque
su confianza en- Dios, un Padre Misericordioso que
quiere perdonar.

4. Tras su confesion de los pecados, diga: "Lo siento por
estos y todos mis pecados.”

5. El Sacerdote le asigna una penitencia y ofrecen consejos
para ayudarle a ser un mejor Catédlico. La penitencia
impuesta sera tomando en cuenta su situacién personal y
apoyando su espiritualidad. Puede ser una oracién, una
oferta, obras de misericordia, servicio o sacrificio; pero
de alguna manera nos une a Cristo y a la Cruz.

6. Rezar el Acto de Contricién, expresando su dolor por
sus pecados.

7. El sacerdote, actia en la persona de Cristo, entonces
absuelven sus pecados diciendo la oracion de
absolucién, y en la que realiza la sefial de la Cruz y
responder, "Amén".

8. En conclusion, el Sacerdote le da la Bendicion y puede
ofrecer alguna proclamacién de alabanza, tales como
"Dar gracias a Dios, porque es bueno,” que puede
responder, "Su Misericordia que perdura para siempre"
o simplemente "amén."
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La humildad necesaria en confesar y completar la
penitencia nos ayuda a estar nuevamente més cerca de Dios
y seguirlo mas de cerca. La confesién es una bendicion,
ofreciendo un corazon esperanzado, con paz y una mente
clara.

"El Sacramento de la reconciliacién con Dios provoca una
verdadera 'Resurreccion Espiritual', restauracion de la
dignidad y las bendiciones de la vida de los hijos de Dios,
de los cuales el mas preciado es la amistad con Dios".
(Catecismo, niim. 1468)

EASTER VIGIL

I strongly encourage parishioners to take part in the Easter Vigil Service, the
central act of our Church worship in the whole liturgical year, Bishop Soto will
preside at this blessed celebration,

The Easter Vigil Mass begins after dark and is an extremely rich and beautiful
liturgy. Yes, it is long by certain outdated Catholic standards, going about two
and a half hours. But this is the rock bottom foundation of our faith, how out of
darkness comes the light of the world and out of death comes life eternal.

The liturgy begins outdoors with the lighting of the New Fire. The new and
newly lit Easter Candle leads us all into our very dimly lighted Cathedral
church as we all camry candles lit from the new Easter Candle. We are the light
of the world. Once all are gathered, the great song of Easter is sung. This is
followed by several key passages from the Old Testament highlighting the
Creation of the World, the freeing of the chosen people from slavery in Egypt,
the passage from Isaiah that encourages us to seek the Lord and the feast of the
heavenly food, and a passage from Ezekiel who promises that regardless of
how far we might stray from the Lord, the Lord will sprinkle us with clean
water and give us a new heart and place a new spirit within us. A lively
responsorial psalm follows cach of these readings.

After this the Glory is sung with great flare, there is a reading from the Epistles,
a rousing Alleluia is sung and the Easter Gospel is proclaimed. After the
homily those who have been preparing for full membership in cur church will ©
celebrate the sacraments of Baptism and Confirmation. This includes the
singing of the Litany of the Saints, the blessing of the baptismal waters, and the
actual Baptisms. This is followed by those newly baptized dressing in a special
baptismal garment and being presented with a lighted candle, the symbol that
they will now be light for our werld. What follows is the confirmation of those
who have journeyed over the last several months to this great moment. The
Liturgy of the Eucharist follows at which those who earlier in the liturgy
celebrated Baptism and Confirmation will share in Holy Eucharist for the first
time.

VIGILIA PASCUAL

Animo firmemente a los feligreses a participar en ¢l Servicio de Vigilia
Pascual, €l acto central de la adoracion de la iglesia en todo el afio litdrgico. E!
Obispo Soto presidita en esta bendita celebracion.

La Misa de la Vigilia de Pascua comienza al anochecer y es una liturgia
extremadamente rica y bella. Es larga por determinadas normas catdlicas
anticuadas, pasando cerca de dos horas. Pero esto es la base del fondo de
nuestra fe, como salir de la oscuridad llega la luz del mundo y de la muerte
viene vida eterna.

La liturgia comienza al aire libre con la iluminacién del fuego nuevo. El nuevo
Sirio Pascual recién iluminado nos lleva a todos a nuestra catedral muy
tenuemente iluminada y todos levamos velas prendidas por el nuevo Sirio de
Pascual. Somos la luz del mundo. Una vez que todos estdn reunidos, el gran
canto de Pascua es cantado. Esto es seguido por varios pasajes claves del
antigno Testamento, destacando 13 ereacién del mundo, la liberacién del pueblo
elegido de Israel de la esclavitud de Egipto, el pasaje de Isaias que nos anima a
buscar al Sefior y la fiesta de la comida celestial y un pasaje de Ezequiel que
promete que independientemente de cudnto podriamos desviamos del Sedor,
el Sefior nos rocia con agua limpia y nos da un nueve corazén y coloca un
nueve espiritu dentro de nosotros. Un Salmo responsorial animado sigue cada
una de estas lecturas.

Después de esto el Gloria es cantado con gran destello, hay una lectura de las
epistolas, y un entusiasta Aleluya se canta y s¢ proclama el Evangelio de la
Semana Santa. Despuds de la homilia, quienes se han estado preparando para
adherirse a nuestra iglesia celebrardn los Sacramentos del Bautismo y
Confirmacion. Esto incluye el canto de la letania de los Santos, la bendicién de
las aguas bautismales y los Bautizos reales. Esto es seguido por los recién
bautizado que se visten en una prenda bautismal especial y se presentan con
una vela iluminada, el simbolo que ahora serdn para nuestro mundo. Lo que
