MESSAGE FROM THE RECTOR

ASSISI EVENT

“Pilgrims_of Truth, Pilgrims of Peace,” is the motto of the
Assisi event in Assisi, Italy on October 27, 2011, called by
Pope Benedict XVI for religious leaders from all over the
world. The title chosen gives us a clear indication as to its
motive of realistically building peace together.

This event continues a series, after earlier meetings held in
1986 and 2002, but has its own particularities and accents—as
well as novelties, including a first invitation to nonbelievers.
The 1986 meeting was called by John Paul II on the occasion
of the U.N. International Year of Peace and caused a stir in
international public opinion. Indeed, all three meetings have
caused much discussion with some people mistakenly
accusing the Popes of syncretism, or giving the impression
that all religions are the same.

Pope John Paul II had two profound intentions in 1986: the
first, “to highlight the intrinsically spiritual dimension of
peace, in face of a culture that tends to relegate the religious
phenomenon.” And the second: for religious leaders to
address their own responsibility to see that personal and
community beliefs “are translated into an effective building of
peace, remembering that religious membership has often been
instrumentalized as an element of conflict.” In reality, his
fundamental objective was to demonstrate how dialogue was
possible based on religious experience, without falling into
relativism or syncretism. The pope himself explained this on
Oct. 27, 1986: “It is not about seeking a religious consensus
or of negotiating our faith convictions or that religions can be
reconciled at the level of a common commitment in an earthly
project which would surpass them all. Relativism and
syncretism, in fact, end by destroying, instead of appreciating
the specificity of the religious experience, an aspect which
must be addressed again given the superficial interpretations,
which weren’t lacking, of that first meeting of Assisi.”

The next meeting, on Jan. 24, 2002, was convoked by John
Paul II following the Sept. 11 attacks, and it was geared
especially to ward off the danger of a confrontation with
Islam. In reality, it was not an unprecedented event, as
already in 1994 a Day of Prayer for Peace in the Balkans was
held, with representatives from other religions present in that
European region, then at war. The direct objective of the
2002 meeting was “to make visible all religions’
condemnation of terrorism of a fundamentalist ilk,” as well as
the commitment “not to allow oneself to be instrumentalized
by the confrontations between nations, peoples and cultures.”
That meeting concluded with a gathering in St. Francis
Square, as participants signed a solemn declaration for peace
and for condemnation of religiously-tinged terrorism.

What, then, is the objective of this new meeting in Assisi?
The meaning is clearly expressed in the motto that Benedict
XVI chose for the occasion: “Pilgrims of Truth, Pilgrims of
Peace.” “To affirm that one is a pilgrim means to admit that
one has not yet arrived at the goal, or better yet, that the goal
always transcends us, thus constituting the meaning of our
journey. Every person of good will senses that he is a pilgrim
of truth, that he is on a journey, because he is conscious that
the truth always surpasses him.”

That is why—and this is one of the novelties of the
forthcoming meeting—personalities of the world of science
and culture who describe themselves as non-believers or non-
religious, have also been invited to participate. This decision
points not only to the fact that peace “is a responsibility of all,
believers and non-believers,” but also has a more profound
reason: : “We are convinced that the position of one who does
not believe or for whom it is hard to believe can play a
salutary role for religions as such, for example, helping them
to identify possible degeneration or lack of authenticity. As
Christians, we profess to have received in Christ the full and
definitive revelation of God’s face. We know that the gift of
salvation is for all people and we want the Father’s plan of
love to be manifested and realized in its totality. However, at
the same time, we know that we will never be able to exhaust
the profundity of Christ’s mystery. Not only that, we
acknowledge that our fragility can at times obfuscate the
splendor of the treasure that has been revealed to us and make
knowledge of it more difficult. Having received truth as a gift
does not impede us, therefore, from knowing ourselves to be
fellow travelers with every man and every woman.”

In some way, this meeting is an attempt to translate into
action, in a more explicit and direct way than in previous
meetings states, Article 2 of the declaration “Nostra Aetate,”
which states, “The Catholic Church does not reject anything
in these religions that is holy and true. She considers with
sincere respect the ways of acting and living, the precepts and
doctrines that, no matter how much they differ in much that
she professes and teaches, not infrequently reflect a spark of
that Truth that illumines all people.”

There are three elements in the October 27, 2011, meeting:
We are all creatures of God, we are all brothers and sisters,
and God acts in every human person, who through the use of
reason can have a premonition of the existence of the mystery
of God and recognize universal values. The meeting points to
the patrimony of common ethical values that enables
believers, as such, to contribute in particular to the affirmation
of justice, of peace and of harmony.

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Dialogue is not a conversation between believers or a
diplomatic negotiation. It does not enter the terrain of
marketing or even less so of commitments; it is not motivated
by political or social interests, it does not seek to stress or
erase differences, it does not want to create a universal
religion, accepted by all. True dialogue is a space for
reciprocal testimony between believers of different religions,
to know better the other’s religion and the ethical conduct that
stems from it, which makes it possible to correct erroneous
images and to surmount stereotypes: to know the other as she
is, as she has a right to be known. There are four modalities
of dialogue: the dialogue of life (sharing everyday joys and
sorrows), the dialogue of works (cooperating in the integral
progress of human beings), a theological dialogue insofar as it
is possible, and the dialogue of religious experience.

These meetings stress the universality of three elements,
present in virtually all religions: prayer, pilgrimage and
fasting which is a sign of the penitential dimension that these
meetings hope to assume, the conviction of always being
ready for a process of purification. Faced with violence of
religious undertones, the 2002 meeting stressed the need for
purification of which each religious tradition must take
charge, in the face of other religions and the world. On that
occasion, the Pope invited participants to prepare with a day
of fasting that, significantly, was placed at the end of the
month of Ramadan, the Muslim month of fasting.

In Assisi, Benedict XVI will preside at a prayer vigil for peace
the night before the meeting, with faithful of the Diocese of
Rome, inviting bishops and faithful worldwide to join him. In
this blessed event, all will acknowledge themselves to be
pilgrims of truth, pilgrims of peace, committing to be builders
of a more just and solidary world, conscious that this task
surpasses poor human strength and that it must be invoked
from on high.

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MENSAJE DEL RECTOR

EVENTO DE ASIS

“Los Peregrinos de la Verdad, vy de la Paz.” es el lema del
evento de Asis, en Italia el 27 de octubre del 2011, llamado
por el Papa Benedicto XVI para lideres religiosos de todo el
mundo. El titulo elegido nos da una indicacién clara de su
motivo de manera realista para construir juntos la paz.

Este evento continla una serie, de reuniones celebradas
anteriores de 1986 y 2002, pero tiene sus propias
particularidades y acentos--asi como novedades, incluyendo
una primera invitacion a los no creyentes. La reunion de 1986
fue llamada por Juan Pablo II con ocasion del afio
internacional de la Paz de las Naciones Unidas y causé un
gran revuelo en la opinién publica internacional. De hecho,
las tres reuniones han causado mucha discusion con algunas
personas equivocadamente acusaron a los papas de
sincretismo o dar la impresion de que todas las religiones son
iguales.

El Papa Juan Pablo II tenia dos intenciones profundas en
1986: la primero, “resaltar la dimension intrinsecamente
espiritual de la paz, de una cultura que tiende a relegar el
fenomeno religioso.” Y la segunda: para que los lideres
religiosos enfrenten su propia responsabilidad para ver que las
creencias personales y comunidades “se traduzcan en una
consolidacion efectiva de la paz, recordando que pertenencias
religiosas han sido instrumentalizadas a menudo como un
elemento de conflicto”. En realidad, su objetivo fundamental
era demostrar como era posible el didlogo basado en la
experiencia religiosa, sin caer en el relativismo o sincretismo.
El mismo Papa explicé el 27 de octubre de 1986: “no es sobre
la busqueda de un consenso religioso o de negociar nuestras
convicciones de fe o que las religiones pueden conciliarse en
el nivel de un compromiso comun en un proyecto terrenal que
podrian  superarlos todos. Relativismo y sincretismo, de
hecho, terminan por destruir, en lugar de apreciar la
especificidad de la experiencia religiosa, un aspecto que hay
que abordar nuevamente teniendo en cuenta las
interpretaciones superficiales, que no faltaron, en esa
primera reunién de Asis”.

La siguiente sesion, celebrada el 24 de enero del 2002, fue
convocada por Juan Pablo II tras los atentados del 11 de
septiembre, y fue dirigida especialmente para conjurar el
peligro de un enfrentamiento con Islam. En realidad, no fue
un evento sin precedentes, ya que en 1994 se celebro un dia
de oracion por la paz en los Balcanes, con representantes de
otras religiones presentes en esa region de Europa, entonces
en guerra. El objetivo directo de la reunién de 2002 era “hacer
visible condena de todas las religiones del terrorismo de un
fundamentalista calafia,” asi como el compromiso “de no”
permitir uno mismo ser instrumentalizado por los
enfrentamientos entre las Naciones, pueblos y culturas. Esa
reunion concluyd con una reunion en la Plaza de St. Francis,
cuando los participantes firmaron una declaracion solemne de

paz y de condena al terrorismo religioso matizado.

(Qué, entonces, es el objetivo de este nuevo encuentro en
Asis? El significado estd claramente expresado en el lema que
Benedicto XVI eligié para la ocasion: “Los peregrinos de la
verdad, los peregrinos de la paz”. “Afirmar que uno es un
peregrino significa admitir que aun no ha llegado a la meta, o
mejor aun, el objetivo siempre nos trasciende, constituyendo
asi el sentido de nuestro viaje. Toda persona de buena
voluntad sienta que €l es un peregrino de la verdad, que el
viaje es, porque ¢l es consciente de que la verdad siempre le
supera.”

Por eso--y esta es una de las novedades de la proxima reunion
--personalidades del mundo de la ciencia y la cultura que se
describen a si mismos como los no creyentes o no religiosos,
también han sido invitados a participar. Esta decision apunta
no solo al hecho de paz “es una responsabilidad de todos,
creyentes y no creyentes”, pero también tiene una razén mas
profunda: “Estamos convencidos que la posicion de uno que
no cree o para quienes es dificil de creer puede desempefiar un
papel saludable para las religiones como tal, por ejemplo,
ayudandoles a identificar posible degeneracion o falta de
autenticidad. Como cristianos, profesamos que en Cristo
hemos recibido la revelacion completa y definitiva del rostro
de Dios. Sabemos que el regalo de la salvacion es para todos
los pueblos y queremos que el plan de amor del Padre se
manifieste y se realice en su totalidad. Sin embargo, al mismo
tiempo, sabemos que nunca seremos capaces de agotar la
profundidad del misterio de Cristo. No sélo que reconocemos
que nuestra fragilidad a veces puede ofuscar el esplendor del
tesoro que nos ha sido revelado y dificultar el conocimiento
del mismo. Habiendo recibido la verdad como un regalo no
impide, por lo tanto, saber que nosotros mismos somos
compaiieros de viaje con cada hombre y cada mujer.”

De alguna manera, esta reunion es un intento de traducir en
accion, de manera mas explicita y directa que se establece en
las reuniones anteriores, articulo 2 de la declaracion ‘“Nostra
Aectate”. “La Iglesia Catolica no rechaza nada en estas
religiones de lo que es Santo y verdadero. Ella considera con
sincero respeto los modos de actuar y vivir, los preceptos y
doctrinas que, no importa cudn diferente en mucho de lo que
ella profesa y ensefia, que frecuente reflejan una chispa de esa
verdad que ilumina a toda la gente.”

Hay tres elementos en la reunion del 27 de octubre de 2011:
somos todos criaturas de Dios, somos todos hermanos y
hermanas, y Dios actiian en todo ser humano, que mediante el
uso de razén puede tener una premonicion de la existencia del
misterio de Dios y reconocer los valores universales. La
reunién apunta al patrimonio de valores éticos comunes que
permite a los creyentes, como tal, en particular contribuir a la
afirmacion de la justicia, de paz y de armonia.

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El dialogo no es una conversacion entre los creyentes o una
negociacion diplomatica. No entrar en el terreno de la
comercializacion o incluso menos, de los compromisos; no esta
motivada por intereses politicos o sociales, no buscan destacar
o borrar las diferencias, no quiere crear una religion universal,
aceptada por todos. Verdadero didlogo es un espacio para el
testimonio reciproco entre creyentes de diferentes religiones,
para conocer mejor la otra religion y la conducta ética que
proviene de ella, lo que hace posible las correctas imagenes
erroneas y superar los estereotipos: a conocerse como es ella,
como ella tiene derecho a ser conocida. Hay cuatro
modalidades de dialogo: el didlogo de la vida (intercambio
cotidianos alegrias y tristezas), el didlogo de las obras
(cooperar para el progreso integral de los seres humanos), un
dialogo teoldgico en la medida en que sea posible y el didlogo
de la experiencia religiosa.

Estas reuniones subrayan la universalidad de tres elementos,
presentes en practicamente todas las religiones: oraciéon y
ayuno que es un signo de la dimension penitencial que se
esperan asumir en estas reuniones, la conviccion de estar
siempre listos para un proceso de una peregrinacion de
purificacion. Ante violencia de matices religiosos, la reunion de
2002 destaco la necesidad de purificacion que cada tradicion
religiosa debe hacerse cargo, ante las otras religiones y el
mundo. En esa ocasion, el Papa invitd a los participantes a
prepararse con un dia de ayuno que, significativamente, fue
colocado al final del mes del Ramadan, el mes de ayuno
musulman.

En Asis, Benedicto XVI presidira en una vigilia de oracion por
la paz, la noche antes de la reunion, con fieles de la Diocesis de
Roma, invit6 a los obispos y fieles en todo el mundo a unirse a
¢l. En este evento bendito, todos reconoceran que son
peregrinos de verdad, los peregrinos de la paz,
comprometiéndose a ser constructores del mundo con una
forma mas justa y solidaria, consciente de que esta tarea
sobrepasa las pobres fuerza humanas y que debe invocarse a un
alto lugar.

Cada fin de semana, tendremos un articulo en
el boletin de la nueva traduccién de la Misa en
inglés. Los cambios no afectan la Misa de
espaiiol por lo que no es necesario traducir el
articulo. No es que no queremos poner
informaciéon en espafiol, pero la Misa de
espaiiol no tendra cambios.
