WHAT IS STEWARDSHIP?

Stewardship is the grateful response of a Christian
disciple who recognizes and receives God’s gifts
and shares these gifts in love of God and neighbor.
The U.S. Bishops’ Pastoral Letter on Stewardship
states “As Christian stewards, we receive God’s
gifts gratefully, cultivate them responsibly, share
them lovingly in justice with others, and return
them with increase to the Lord.”

Three “T’s” of Stewardship

Time, Talent, & Treasure

Stewardship of Time: Using my time on earth wisely;
making time for personal prayer, family prayer and quality
time with friends and loved ones.

Stewardship of Talent: Using my God-given abilities to
strengthen the Church and help others, especially through
parish ministries and activities.

Stewardship of Treasure: The wise and just management of
my financial resources; giving an appropriate amount of my
income to the parish.

Four Pillars of Stewardship

Building a Stewardship Parish on Four Pillars:
Hospitality — Christian Kindness

“When I was a stranger, you welcomed me” (Matthew
25:35). The Gospel teaches that whenever we welcome the
least of our brothers or sisters, we welcome Christ himself.
That is why the first mark of a stewardship parish is
hospitality.

Prayer — A Heart-to-Heart with God

Every great saint has taught that prayer is the most essential
component in the life of the Christian. Through prayer, we
nurture our most important relationship — the one that will
last for all eternity.

Formation — Continuous Conversion

From childhood through adulthood, our whole life must be a
process of drawing closer to God. He never stops calling us
forward to learn more and to examine ourselves more
deeply.

Service — Love in Action

“Amen I say to you, whatever you did to the least of my
brothers, you did it to me” (Matthew 25:40). While we may
not view ourselves as saints, we too are called to such heroic
service within our own community.

Summary of the Readings:

s First Readlng — Numbers 21-4b- 9
Tired of their journey and food, the
people complain against God and
Moses. God allows venomous serpents
to harass Israel. After repenting, the
people are told by God through Moses
to look at a bronze serpent for healing.

+ Responsorial Psalm - Psalm 78:
Do not forget the works of the Lord!

* Second Reading — Philippians 2:6-
11: Though in the form of God, Jesus
didn’t strive for equality with God. He
humbled himself, obeying even unto
death on a cross and was exalted.

s Gospel — John 3:13-17: Jesus tells
Nicodemus that only he, the Son of
Man, descended from and will ascend
to heaven. Like Moses’ serpent, he
must be lifted up for people to gain
eternal life. By the Cross we are saved.

The Feast of the Exaltation of the Holy
Cross celebrates the Cross honors the loving
sacrifice Jesus made to free us from sin. The
Cross, once a symbol of suffering and death,
became a sign of hope and new life and
victory of death because of His resurrection.
God can bring good even from pain; the
Cross teaches us to face our struggles with
courage, offering them to God as Jesus did.
It is not only a symbol but a way of life.

Great crowds were traveling with
Jesus, and he turned and addressed
them, “If anyone comes to me
without hating his father and mother,
wife and children, brothers and
sisters, and even his own life, he
cannot be my disciple. Whoever does
not carry his own cross and come
after me cannot be my disciple.
Which of you wishing to construct a
tower does not first sit down and
calculate the cost to see if there is
enough for its completion?
Otherwise, after laying the
foundation and finding himself
unable to finish the work the
onlookers should laugh at him and
say, ‘This one began to build but did
not have the resources to finish.” Or
what king marching into battle would
not first sit down and decide whether
with ten thousand troops he can
successfully oppose another king

advancing upon him with twenty
thousand troops? But if not, while he
is still far away, he will send a
delegation to ask for peace terms. In
the same way, anyone of you who
does not renounce all his possessions
cannot be my disciple.”
