STEWARDSHIP REFLECTION

Our Gospel passage, from Matthew, leads us to
take a serious look at whether our lives give God
the glory He deserves. It comes in the form of a
question that Jesus poses to the disciples. He leads
up to it gently enough: “Who do people say that
the Son of Man is?” And they offer varying
responses. Then, Jesus gets personal with them.
“But who do you say that | am?” Peter gets the
answer right: “You are the Christ, the Son of the
living God.”

Jesus is getting personal with us today. He poses
the same question to each one of us who call
ourselves His stewards and modern-day disciples.
Surely we would not hesitate to answer just as
Peter did, that Jesus is the Christ, Son of the living
God.

But do our lives truly reflect this answer? If we
really believe that Christ is the Son of God, sent to
save us from our sins and lead us to Heaven, then
we must say so, not just with words but with our
actions. Do my ambitions and priorities in life say
that Christ is my Savior and | am His disciple?
Does my budget, my family life, my entertainment
say so?

The gifts and blessings that God has given us —
our time, our talents, our material possessions —
are meant to be used in a manner that says "Christ
is my Savior and | am His disciple." The most
eloquent praise we can offer Him is a life lived in
grateful response to His unfathomable love. This is
the beauty and power of a stewardship way of life.

A Glimpse of Spirituality EZ—"86 (John #14:6-14)

What does Jesus mean by saying “I am the way, the truth, and the life” but he is going to leave his
disciples very soon?

Jesus alone is the surest way to God. Jesus is the “Way” because he is the visible manifestation in human
form of all that his Father is. However, his way to God is the narrow way of the cross. It is the
least-traveled way of humble, loving, and self-giving service to others. To follow the Way of Jesus is to
become a person whose whole being reflects the truth and the life that Jesus reveals to us.

Jesus is the truth because he is the only one who accurately reveals to us the whole truth about God.
Truth here is that complete integrity and harmony which Jesus himself revealed, not only in what he said
and did, but in the total manifestation of his life and person.

As God, Jesus has eternal life in himself. The term “life” (z0€) means eternal life in John’s gospel. The
eternal denotes a status that death is never unable to destroy the eternal life of the faithful. Those who are
one with Jesus never die because they are possessed of the source of life. By sharing in God’s life, death
only means the death of earthly life. Additionally, Jesus is the one who gives us his life-giving Holy Spirit
that animates every moment of our lives. In short, to be fully alive is to be in God.

Since Jesus is our way, truth, and life, he can ascertain us by saying “Let not your hearts be troubled;
believe in God, believe also in me.” (John 14:1) What he promised is not only comforting words but also
the assurance of our eternal life. When we tell others not to let their hearts be troubled, we must give
them adequate support, both physically and spiritually.
