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Stewardship Reflection

Today’s readings on this third
Sunday of Lent present us
with the theme of “thirst” and
show us that a stewardship
way of life can both satisfy our
spiritual thirst for Christ and help us to satisfy
Christ’s thirst for souls.

Our first reading, from the book of Exodus, begins
with the words, “In their thirst for water, the people
grumbled against Moses.” What little faith and lack
of trust they show after all God has done to free
them from slavery. But Moses cried out to God for
help, and sure enough, God provided generously to
satisfy their thirst. to provide
generously for us these many centuries later.

He continues

Our Gospel passage from John recounts the life-
changing encounter Christ has with the Samaritan
woman at the well beginning with His words to her,
“Give me a drink.” Then, He adds, “If you knew the
gift of God and who is saying to you, ‘Give me a
drink,” you would have asked him and he would
have given you living water.”

Christ is speaking the very same words to us today.
These the to
stewardship. Christ asks us to “give him a drink” by
sharing what we have with Him and with others for
His sake. Yet, it is Christ Himself who provides the
water — the living water that is His grace.

God has chosen to include us in His plan for
bringing all people to salvation through Him. We
live out our part in His plan through a stewardship
way of life. This Lent, let us resolve to respond to
His call with passion and commitment. Let us do
our part to quench His thirst.

Christian Initiation: The Scrutinies

Every year during Lent, we pray for the Elect as they continue their journey of faith towards the Easter Vigil. The
Elect are those people who are looking forward to receiving the 3 Rites of Initiation - Baptism, Confirmation, &
First Communion after spending a year or so in the Order of Catechumen. To assist them on their journey, on the
third, fourth and fifth Sunday of Lent, the Church prays for them during the Scrutinies. What are the Scrutinies?
That is what we will try to explain in the next few articles.

To begin with, it is good to remember that this period of Lent known as the period of Purification and
Enlightenment in the Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults, is for the whole church. “The period of purification and
enlightenment, which the rite of election begins, customarily coincides with Lent. In the liturgy and liturgical
catechesis of Lent, the reminder of baptism already received or the preparation for its reception, as well as the
theme of repentance, renew the entire community along with those being prepared to celebrate the paschal mystery,
in which each of the elect will share through the sacraments of initiation. For both the elect and the local
community, therefore, the Lenten season is a time for spiritual recollection in preparation for the celebration of the
paschal mystery.” #138 Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults Study Edition, 1988

If you wish to join us in praying for the Elect, the Scrutinies will be offered at the 8am Mass on Sundays. What the
scrutinies are and the Gospel readings attached to them will be the topic for next week.

People, because of confusion or temptation, prefer to continue sinning and forsake God. Jesus is completely different. He
would rather be crucified than to give up sinners. Why? If Jesus’ love can be changed by sinners’ offence, he is not the
eternal God because love is eternal and unchanging.

The Pharisees warned Jesus, “Get away from here, for Herod wants to kill you.” Faced with life and death, Jesus did not
look at himself but sinners. He calmly replied, “Go and tell that fox: Behold, | cast out demons and perform cures today
and tomorrow, and the third day | finish my course.” Jesus continued to minister to the suffering.

Jesus’ love is like a hen’s protection of her brood as he said, “How often would | have gathered your children together as a
hen gathers her brood under her wings, and you would not!”

The verb “gather” (episynaxai) means to bring together the children who are scattered all over the place, which means to
be one in the kingdom of heaven, but this gathering has been rejected. Another Greek verb “would” (éthelésate) indicates
hope, desire, or intention. The unwillingness of the people of Jerusalem is a complete disappointment in Jesus, i.e. eternal
life. In other words, rejection is itself the death of true life.

Jesus enumerates their previous sins against God with concrete examples: “O Jerusalem, Jerusalem, killing the prophets
and stoning those who are sent to you!” From ancient times to Jesus’ time, they killed the prophets and Jesus. At the same
time, they killed their own eternal life.

Jesus still loved sinners and gave them his final advice: “you will not see me until you say: Blessed is he who comes in the
name of the Lord!” As long as they repented, Jesus still fostered to sinners hope of eternal life, which is his death and
resurrection. If both sin and repentance require courage, choose repentance.
